Swimming lessons spread across KS2 to ensure higher percentages of children securing key skills. 

Accrington Stanley have provided Year 5 and 6 children with move and learn sessions, understanding how to maintain a healthy diet. 

Children are awarded in assemblies and celebrated within the newsletters. Announcements are also made on our social media page.




Staff are now more confident in using the app.

KS1 staff are more confident in teaching dance and gymnastics.








Children are much more active and look forward to the coaches’ teachings. Pupil interviews confirmed this. 


Children shared their positive experiences in pupil interviews of how they enjoyed their after school cubs. However, many expressed how they would like a football team. 

Children expressed their enjoyment for Trident through the pupil interviews and looked forward to their lessons.

	Swimming top up sessions were given to Year 6 children for the Summer term. 







Sports coaches have been used throughout the year to provide different experiences for children and to continue teaching staff CPD by showing new ideas and team teaching. Sports coaches include, Accrington Stanley, Dance coaches, Zumba coach, skipping workshops and Trident. 







Children across the school have entered competitions both competitively and not. We have entered, football, dodgeball, cricket, dance, curling, bowling, athletics, gymnastics, cross country and netball events across the year. 






We have provided football, netball and dance clubs this year.










We have provided a lunch time club of football in the Spring and Summer half terms. This was for Years 5 and 6 and had a high turn-out. 




We have implemented breaks in the afternoon across the whole school- even if this is a brain break if the weather is not suitable. We have invested in an online resource, ‘team teach’ which provides CPD and lessons that make all learning across the curriculum more active. We have also bought new play equipment in order for the children to have more active playtimes. We have also implemented a timetable where sports are changed on a regular basis at lunchtimes. 


CPD courses have been attended by myself and we follow the partnership which provides more opportunities. We have also used sports coaches and team teach to provide online and in person CPD for staff. 
	Children’s swimming has improved this year, from 53% passing their 25m to 70% this year. 





This has been fantastic for all children across the whole school. Children have enjoyed participating in sports that they may not have previously or had an opportunity to. Children have stated in pupil interviews how much they have enjoyed sports coach lessons and staff have stated how helpful new ideas have been and enjoyed seeing their classes take so much from the sessions. 



We have achieved a lot this year representing the school. We have successfully won competitions and have plenty to be proud of. Most children in Year 6 have attended a competition of some form. Children with SEN have also taken part and have loved the experience of a friendly environment. 



Children have loved the extra lessons and commented that they would join the teams again next year. We did very well in our dance club and entered a competition, winning and being put forward to dance at Blackpool gardens. The team consisted of some boys, which was fantastic to see. 


We entered the girls league and came 5th out of 12 teams, which we were very proud of. The girls enjoyed being part of a team and supported each other brilliantly. 


Children have enjoyed having an extra break and feel more refreshed in the afternoon. The teach team resource has been brilliant and teachers across the school are using it successfully. The play equipment has been very beneficial and children come into school talking about what they have played with. 







This is definitely something that could be improved on next year, it has been trickier this year due to courses being cancelled and staff being unable to. This will be a focus for 2024/25.
